Due to the great uncertainties in connection with the global Corona situation in spring, we have decided to
hold our auctions in autumn again this year. In this first media information, we are pleased to present high-
lights of our very important 2021 auction series, which will take place on 16 and 17 September. We will be
offering 736 works of art in the auctions «19th to 21st Century Art» (Auction 274 / Part | and Part 1l), 124
lots of «Old Masters Prints» (Auction 273), 40 works on paper from the artist's estate in the special cata-
logue «Marc Chagall - Works on Paper» (Auction 275) as well as 535 works of art in our «Online Only» auc-
tion - a total of 1'435 works will be offered. This year's auction series is also the highest in our history in
terms of estimated prices. Seven lots exceed the magic limit of CHF 1 million. The figures are also reflected
in the exquisite selection of works entrusted to us, some of which we would like to introduce to you.

We are pleased to offer a very fine group of Impressionist art this year. Led by a delightful, freshly coloured
still life in watercolour by Paul Cezanne (estimate CHF 1.25 million), one of Paul Gauguin's rare monotypes is
offered at an estimate of CHF 900'000. «L'Angelus en Bretagne» was a gift to his artist friend Roderick
O'Conor. An exciting oil painting by Alfred Sisley, showing a carpenter's workshop in Saint-Mammes, will be
offered for CHF 800'000. Special mention should also be made of 16 works on paper by Edgar Degas, led by
the iconic Self-Portrait, an etching with an estimate of CHF 475'000.

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Modernism is particularly well represented this year. From France, the monumental still life by Robert De-
launay (estimate CHF 2.5 million) and the two outstanding cubist works by Georges Braque (estimate CHF
1.6 million) and Fernand Léger (CHF 800'000), both from 1913/1914, stand out.

Paul Klee is represented in the catalogues with 11 original works from all creative phases. For the first time,
two of the rare «Sonderklasseblatter» will be offered, such as the wonderfully freshly coloured «Transpar-
ent-perspektivisch» from 1921 (estimate CHF 500'000). Among his artist friends, the early, expressive still
life by Alexej von Jawlensky (estimate CHF 1 million) and Lyonel Feiniger's late, atmospheric lake piece (es-
timate CHF 350'000) are worth mentioning.

In the field of German Modernism, two capital oil paintings from Ernst Ludwig Kirchner's period from Davos
(both with an estimate of CHF 750,000) continue to be offered. Emil Nolde's absolutely stunning painting
«Poppies and Roses» is proclaimed, free of any claims (after an amicable solution with the heirs of the Jew-
ish previous owners) with an estimate of CHF 1 million. Special mention should also be made of absolute
rarities from Kirchner's graphic works, such as two sheets from «Peter Schlehihls wundersame
Geschichte» or the monotype-like coloured woodcut «Kokotte auf der StraRe» from 1915 (estimates

CHF 125'000-225'000).

The special catalogue «Marc Chagall - Works on Paper» offers 40 works on paper from the Chagall family
estate, with estimates ranging from CHF 50'000 to 300'000. The main catalogue also includes three paint-
ings by the master, notably «La féte au village» (estimate CHF 800'000.-).

The capital painting «Green» by Sam Francis, offered with an estimate of CHF 2 million, is the main lot from
the field of post-war and contemporary art. It is being brought back to the market for the first time since its
initial purchase in the 1950s. Alberto Giacometti's very personal bronze of his brother Diego, «Buste
d'Homme (New York Il) », with an estimate of CHF 1.5 million, or the wonderfully preserved green "Con-
cetto spaziale, Attese" by Lucio Fontana (estimate CHF 700,000) should also be mentioned.

The large-format painting « Composition abstraite» by Serge Poliakoff was created at the height of his crea-
tive powers. In a rare large format, the paint additionally mixed with sand to create a velvety surface, the
painting is expected to fetch CHF 750'000. Just two metal «Cut-Outs» by Tom Wesselmann or another
bronze with unique character by Marino Marini, «Piccolo cavaliere», of which we already had the pleasure to
offer a version last year, can be found in the catalogues.

Swiss art is particularly well represented this year. There are 22 oil paintings and works on paper by Ferdi-
nand Hodler, with the early and very impressive «Gemmi-Landschaft» from around 1890 (estimate CHF
750,000). As many as 43 works are by Cuno Amiet. The fact that just four of the rare and beautyful winter
landscapes (all painted between 1903 and 1916, with estimates ranging from CHF 300'000 to 500'000)
have come together is a minor sensation. There are 24 works by Giovanni Giacometti on offer, ranging from
the early, almost pointillist «Autunno — Bergdorf mit Schafen» from 1900 (estimate CHF 600'000.-) to the
early, rare woodcuts.

Rarities from international prints enrich all the catalogues. We have already mentioned the rarities from the
works of Edgar Degas (with estimates ranging from CHF 10°000 to 475'000). Even one sheet of Goya's lith-
ographs «Los Toros de Burdeos» is considered an essential enrichment of an auction, the complete set of
the four bullfight scenes and in such beautiful condition comes only very rarely on the market (estimate CHF
500'000.-). Also offered by Goya is a complete «Los Caprichos» in the first edition of 1799 (estimate CHF
150'000.-). Also extremely rare is Vincent van Gogh's additionally charcoal-worked etching «L'homme a la
pipe - Portrait Docteur Gachet», a print made personally by van Gogh shortly before his untimely death.

In the catalogue «Alte Meister», Albrecht Direr in particular stands out. His engraving «Adam und Eva» in
one of the earliest states is considered one of the most beautiful known prints ever (estimate CHF400'000.).
A complete «Marienleben» by Direr is also offered - in uniform condition it consists of 18 rare proofs by the
artist himself (CHF 380'000.-). Top sheets by Martin Schongauer or very beautiful prints by Rembrandt further
distinguish the catalogue.

In the field of German Modernism, the early,
expressive painting «Stillleben mit gelber und weisser Kanne» by Alexej von Jawlensky and Emil Nolde's
absolutely stunning painting «Mohn und Rosen» are offered for an estimate of CHF 1 million each, now
free of any claims (after an amicable solution with the heirs of the Jewish previous owners). The capital
painting «Green» by Sam Francis (estimate 2 million) and Alberto Giacometti's very personal bronze of his
brother Diego, «Buste d'Homme (New York II)" (estimate 1.6 million) are the main lots of post-war and
contemporary art. Special mention should be made of the delightful, freshly coloured still life in watercolour
by Paul Cezanne (estimate CHF 1.25 million), an absolute rarity in this quality, in terms of condition, format
and motif, and almost impossible to find on the market.
